Whereas the risks of using digital images are minimal, the club has a duty of care towards members.
Gymnasts in photographs published on our website, www.southdevongym.co.uk will NOT be named
or identified in any way, if the parents request, other than by “group” at Gym / Competition i.e.
“Bronze Medal Team” etc.
